Online Lesson Plan: Graphing Linear Equations
Objective: Students will be able to graph linear equations using any one of the three methods: plotting points, finding intercepts, using slope and intercept.



· Context: This lesson is developed under the assumption that it would be used in the Liberal Arts Math class I teach for the Florida Virtual School. This is a review course for students who struggled in Algebra, so it is assumed that students have seen this material at least once before. It is also assumed that students are working on this activity at different paces, so there is not likely to be a large group of students doing the lesson at any one particular time. 

Materials: Student and teacher require a computer with internet access, a web browser, and a flash player. These things are all required of Florida Virtual School students.

Before
· This lesson comes near the end of a chapter on linear equations. Students should already be familiar with plotting points, slopes, intercepts, and the different forms of linear equations. 

· Students should already be in the habit of completing all work in each section and contacting the teacher when they are having trouble.
· Developing positive relationships between students throughout the year so that they will contact the teacher when necessary for help. 

· Be familiar with the lesson and prepared for potential questions and problems

During 
· Students will work through the sections provided on the web page and complete the assignments. 

· Students will contact teacher with questions and problems. 
· Be available to help students and answer questions via email,  telephone, and whiteboard. 

· Grade homework and provide feedback in a timely manner. 

· Keep a record of potential mistakes or confusing points in the lesson and fix them whenever possible.

· Monitor course discussion board and participating when needed. 

After
· Students will revisit the information again in the chapter review and test and oral assessments.
· Continue to monitor student progress in the chapter on linear equations and the rest of the course. 

· Continue to check for understanding in oral assessments and chapter tests. 

· Continue to be available for help. 

Assessment: In the lesson the primary method of assessing the student is through the homework worksheet. The teacher will grade each assignment and provide feedback in a timely manner (within 2 days). In addition, the chapter test and chapter oral assessment will provide the teacher with an opportunity to ensure that the learning objectives have been met.
